Avoiding Damage in Your Apartment
PLEASE READ BEFORE MOVING IN
Some information to help avoid damage to the apartment – and to your wallet…
Moving Furniture In
For large furniture like couches, take the doors off  the hinges by removing the hinge pins as needed – especially the front door & top of the steps.  Go slow & take care of the walls.  If you need help maneuvering furniture through stairwells or other difficult spots, call us for help.  
Don’t Scratch the Floors.
When moving in, check all furniture to make sure the legs / bottoms don’t have anything sharp sticking out of them, & the feet are intact.  No boxsprings or unprotected metal bedframes on the floors.  Rolling chairs must be on mats or carpets.  Kitchen chairs should have pads on them.
No Holes in the Woodwork

Do not attach anything to the woodwork – doors, window trim, etc ($50+ charge).  Screw any curtain rods into the walls, not the woodwork..
Don’t Tape anything to the woodwork (or ceiling fans)
Do not tape anything to your door or other woodwork.  The tape often pulls the finish off and then we need to refinish the door.  Ouch.  Tape will always pull the finish off ceiling fan blades.
Hanging things on walls
No Nails!  No double sided tape! I recommend 3M Command strips for most things, they peel away without damage.  You can also use small tacks or brads, or screws for heavier things.  Larger holes or a number of smaller holes (>10) may result in a small charge for patching when you move out.  .
Air Conditioners
Do not screw anything into the window/frame.  Make sure the AC is level or tilts slightly out so the condensation water goes outside, not into the windowsill.   Don’t stick insulation to the windows. You will need a block of wood cut to exact length to help secure the window, especially on the 1st floor.  Use a short heavy duty extension cord if needed.  

Over the Door Hangers may not fit.
Most over the door hangers will not work on most doors and will damage the doorframe.  They may rub on the wood or push into the trim when the door is closed.  

Candles (or incense or Hookahs)

Regular use of scented candles will leave a soot buildup on the walls that is difficult to clean and can require repainting large parts of the apartment.  Hookah use has repeatedly caused over $1,000/ apartment in damages from burn marks on counters and floors and from soot on walls.
Your High Heels are lovely – but…
When the pad on the heel wears away you will be placing all of your weight on a small nail head, which you will drive deeply into the wood floor with every step.  Stiletto heels can sometimes do the same thing even in good condition.  This can run into the hundreds or thousands of dollars of damage.

Toilet Paper Only
Do not flush wipes, tampons, pads, or condoms down the drain.  If they are in a clog, the house will be responsible for costs of clearing the drain and cleaning the resulting overflowing basement sewage.

Keep the Water in your Tub

Your bathroom floor is not waterproof.  You are responsible for any damage to your floor, tile, or the ceiling below from water on the floor.
